Questions for The Prestige
1. Is Angier guilty of murder? (or serial suicide?)
2. Is the man in the tank the real Angier, or is the surviving man the real Angier?

3. Are the man in the tank and the man that appears on the stage afterwards the same person?

4. Is the copy of Angier that the box makes a person? 

5. Are Alfred and his twin brother the same person? Why or why not?

6. If the man in the box died instantly, would it make a difference to the question of the identity of the surviving man?

7. If the man in the box died instantly and/or painlessly, would it make a difference to the moral status of doing the trick?

8. Why does Angier kill his double? Why does he do it the first time? Why does he do it over and over again?

9. If you could create an exact duplicate of yourself, would you?

10. If an exact duplicate of yourself was created (deliberately or accidentally), do you think you would fight with your double over the right to live your previous life, or the right to be the one to start a new life, or about other related issues?

11. Do you think that having a duplicate of yourself would be like having an identical twin?

12. Do you think that two people could share one life? Would their identities as separate people get intertwined?

13. Do you think that the psychological approach to personal identity can answer the question of whether or not the man on the stage afterwards is the same person as the man who stepped into the box?
14. Do you think Angiers becomes less afraid of doing the trick as he does it more often. If so, why is this? Is this a rational response or not?

15. Do you think you are the same person you were when you were a small child?

16. Do you think you are the same person you were last year?

17. Do you think you are the same person you were an hour ago?

18. Do you think a human being becomes a person at some stage of their early life (e.g. in the womb, at birth, at age 2, at age 10)?

19. Do you think that a person who undergoes total amnesia and brainwashing is the same person they were before these experiences? If so, why? If not, why not?

20. Does personal identity follow bodily identity? Are there circumstances in which could they come apart?

21. If your brain was replaced bit by bit with artificial parts that functioned in exactly the same way as the biological parts they replaced, would your personal identity survive, or would you become something different (i.e. either not a person or a different person)? What if the replacement was sudden and complete?
