Quiz Show Questions
1. If Charles Van Doren justifies his cheating by saying that he is doing a lot of good in the world, making children care about education, and not doing anyone any harm, what kind of ethical argument is he using? What would Kant make of it? What would Mill make of it? What do you make of it?

2. At the very end, Enright says, “The sponsor makes out, the network makes out, the contestants see money they would never see in a lifetime and the public is entertained. So who gets hurt?” Is he right? Why or why not? 
3. Do you think that Goodwin was right to try to protect Charles Van Doren? Why or why not? What are the arguments for each side?
4. Do you think that Charles Van Doren or Herb Stempel were more intrinsically honest? Which do you think behaved more virtuously?
5. Do you think that getting away with dishonesty can be worse than being caught?

6. The TV producer tells Charles Van Doren: “Haven’t we been good to you? Haven’t we treated you like one of the family? … I know you’re going to do the right thing?” Do you think that Charles Van Doren ultimately did the right thing? Do you think there is something to be said for the opposite view?

7. Consider objections to cheating from two or more ethical systems (i.e. deontological ethics, utilitarianism, virtue ethics, Confucianism or other ethical systems). Which do you think is most convincing?

8. Charles Van Doren quotes from the Merchant of Venice: “To do a great right, to do a little wrong”. Do you think it is every justifiable to to a little wrong in order to do a great right? Consider some concrete examples.

9. Mark Van Doren says, “If you want to be a knight, act like a knight.” What kind of ethical system do you think this reflects? Do you agree with it?
10.  Do you think it is right for Bozo the Clown to be paid many times as much as a college professor?

11. Consider an ethical dilemma, either a personal one or one that is of importance to society. What different approaches to this problem can be taken using the principles of different ethical systems? What approach do you prefer?
